Plus descriptive poetry including “The Sea” by James Hunter


Developing pleasure and motivation to read.  Word reading and comprehension skills through class texts and reading sessions and written activities. (Weekly skills building) 


Reading skill focus – VIPERS (vocabulary, inference, prediction, Explain, retrieve, summarise)


Choosing own texts and sustained reading for pleasure. 


Dictionary use to check meaning.


Magpie interesting examples of character descriptions in class and independent books. 


Speaking and Listening: Drama, discussion and presentation during topic work, hot seating characters. Performance poems


Writing Composition - Writing for different purposes, developing stamina, editing and checking work throughout.


Narrative:  descriptive narrative, based on Flotsam.  Write a dilemma story based on 20,000 Leagues under the Sea


Nonfiction: biographies


Poetry: descriptive poems - personification


Spelling: ou as in could, apotrophes for contractions, prefix –auto, suffix –ly plus statutory spellings for Year 3 and 4


Grammar: modal verbs, inverted commas, determiners


Handwriting: Children join and enhance the fluency and neatness of their writing.


Emphasis on neat presentation and pride in all written work.
