Religious Education

Key Question: What do different people believe about God?





Explore stories which help Muslims understand the nature of God e.g. the story of the Night of Power – the revelation of the Qur’an to Muhammad, and the story of Muhammad’s night journey and ascension. ( Examine similarities and differences between these views of God. ( Explore the influence believing in God has on the lives of believers. ( Explore the fact that many people do not believe in God. ( Reflect on pupils’ own questions and ideas about God in light of their learning. ( Express their own ideas about God through art, music, poetry or drama.

















English 


Key text – How to train your Dragon


This is a literacy based unit and aims to support reading and writing for pleasure across the school. The age-appropriate activities will provide opportunities for children to use writing for a range of purposes including personal response as well as shared reading and meaning-making





Reading – We will be following the ‘VIPERS’ scheme of work whilst reading our main text where the children will have the opportunity to deepen their understanding of a text through gaining a broader understanding of: vocabulary, inferences, predicting, explaining, retrieving and summarising.





Speaking and Listening: discussion and presentation during topic work





Writing Composition - Writing for different purposes, developing stamina, editing and checking work throughout.


Children will write a paragraph using prepositional phrases to describe the dragons’ nursery.


Children write a descriptive paragraph describing a dragon.


Children will write a paragraph containing similes about a dragon they have designed.


Children will write a punctuated conversation between two of the novices.


Children will re-write part of chapter 2 in the first person, from the perspective of another character.


Children will edit their work and publish in clear, neat handwriting.


Children collect technical phrases from non -chronological reports and write sentences to describe their dragon.


Children will organise sentences into themed paragraphs before writing a report.


Children will create a non-chronological report about their own dragon.








Science – Plants.





This ‘Plants’ unit will teach your class about everything they need to know about plants. They will learn the names of different parts of plants, and the jobs they do. The children will work scientifically and collaboratively to investigate what plants need to grow well, and will present their findings to their classmates.
