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Religious Education

Key Question: Is it better to express belief in art and architecture or through charity and generosity


Describe and make connections between examples of religious creativity (buildings and art).


Show understanding of the value of sacred buildings and art.


Suggest reasons why some believers see generosity and charity as more important than buildings and art (B2).


Apply ideas about values and from scriptures to the title question.











Computing – 


Game Creator


Review and analyse computer games. Describe elements that make a game successful. Design a setting that fits the theme of their game. Upload images and media. Design the characters for their game. Select options to make their game more playable. Write informative instructions for their game so that others can play. Evaluate their own and others’ games in order to make suggestions for further improvements. 

















Maths


Number: Multiplication and Division – 


Develop written methods for multiplying up to 4 digit numbers by up to 2 digits. Develop written division methods for up to 4 digits by 1 digit. Multiply and divide numbers mentally drawing upon known facts. Multiply and divide whole numbers and those involving decimals by 10, 100 and 1,000.


Number: Fractions


Recognise and use thousandths and relate them to tenths, hundredths and decimal equivalents. Round decimals with 2 decimal places to the nearest whole number and to 1 decimal place. Read, write, order and compare numbers with up to 3 decimal places. Recognise the per cent symbol (%) and understand that per cent relates to “number of parts per 100”.

















English 


Reading - Key texts: The Hero Twins by Dan Jolley and David Witt and The Chocolate Tree by Linda Lowery and Richard Keep. 


Developing pleasure and motivation to read.  Word reading and comprehension skills through a variety of text types during VIPERS reading sessions and written activities. (Weekly skills building)  Mayan Myth texts, Non-chronological information texts, information about jaguars, information about the Mayan ball game, recipes and haiku examples. 


Reading skill focus – Retrieving information and developing vocabulary. Choosing own texts and sustained reading for pleasure. 


Dictionary use to check meaning and spelling. 


Speaking and Listening: Poetry recitals, discussion and presentation of research during topic work, discussion around class texts. 


Writing Composition - Writing for different purposes, developing stamina, editing and checking work throughout.


Narrative: Using historical knowledge an understanding of Maya myths/beliefs to develop their own myth. Generating detailed character and setting descriptions.  


Nonfiction: Researching and writing information texts about jaguars and chocolate.  


Poetry:


Spelling: Weekly spelling lesson on the following patterns: words with ‘or’, words with ‘au’ and converting nouns into adjectives using: ‘-ate’, ‘-ise’, ‘-ify’ and ‘-en’. 


Grammar:. Relative clauses, brackets, dashes and commas to indicate parenthesis, commas to avoid ambiguity, punctuating speech accurately and cohesion across paragraphs. 


Handwriting: Weekly practise based on spelling patterns. Emphasis on neat presentation and pride in all written work.





Science


Forces


Explain that unsupported objects fall towards the Earth because of the force of gravity acting between the Earth and the falling object.


Identify the effects of air resistance, water resistance and friction that act between moving surfaces.


Recognise that some mechanisms including levers, pulleys and gears allow a smaller force to have a greater effect.
