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Computing – 


Programming and coding – children to use purple mash to create simple programs and games by writing algorithms. 


They will make sprites move in particular ways and react in different ways depending on what they are doing.




















Maths


Flash back 4 tasks daily


Number: Addition and subtraction– add and subtract multiples of 100, add and subtract ones from a 3-digit number with and without an exchange, add and subtract tens from a 3-digit number with and without an exchange 





Multiplication and division – Recapping arrays and the 2 and 5 times table. Making equal groups and sharing by dividing by 2, 5 and 10





We will be multiplying by 3, 4 and 8 and using the inverse to check answers. Children will be working through fluency, reading and problem solving questions in different contexts to help with the understandings of mathematical terms. 


























Religious Education 


(According to Warwickshire and Coventry agreed syllabus for RE 2017)


Key Question: What can we learn from religions about deciding what is right and wrong?





Talk about how we learn the different between right and wrong, Is it always clear?  How do we know?


Explore dilemmas where children need to choose between different actions.


Reflect on the value of love, forgiveness, honesty, kindness, generosity and service in their own lives and the lives of others.




















English 


Reading  - Key text: The Iron Man by Ted Hughes, The Snow Queen by Hans Christian Andersen. 


We will also look at a range of fairy tales focusing on the portrayal of heroes and villains.  





Developing pleasure and motivation to read.  Word reading and comprehension skills through class texts and reading sessions and written activities. (Weekly skills building) 


Reading skill focus – inference.


Choosing own texts and sustained reading for pleasure. 


Dictionary use to check meaning.


Magpie interesting examples of character descriptions in class and independent books. 





Speaking and Listening: discussion and presentation during topic work, hot seating characters.





Writing Composition - Writing for different purposes, developing stamina, editing and checking work throughout.


Narrative:  Character descriptions, write riddles, write an alternative ending to a fairy tale, write their own fairy tale


Nonfiction: Write biographies about real-life superheroes and villains, letter writing.


Poetry: Where the Poppies Now Grow by Hilary Robinson.


Spelling: Weekly spellings linked to No-Nonsense spellings (Key spelling list sent home)


Grammar: Linked to the National Curriculum requirements for Year 3


Handwriting: Children join and enhance the fluency and neatness of their writing.


Emphasis on neat presentation and pride in all written work.





Science


Forces and magnets


Compare how things move on different surfaces.


Notice that some forces need contact between two objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance.


Observe how magnets attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others.


Compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a magnet, and identify some magnetic materials


Describe magnets as having two poles


Predict whether two magnets will attract or repel each other, depending on which poles are facing.
